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Pianist Aaron Wunsch enjoys a multifaceted carcer as a performer, presenter, and
educator. He has performed on concert stages throughout the US, Europe and Asia,
including in Avery Fisher Hall at Lincoln Center, Weill Hall at Carnegic Hall, Duke’s
Hall in London, at the Verbier Festival in Switzerland and as soloist with symphonies
in the US and China. Lauded for his “masterful” chamber music performances
(Hartford Courant), he has appeared at the Norfolk, Bowdoin, Sarasota, Great Lakes
and Yellow Barn chamber music festivals, collaborating in performance with cellist
Lynn Harrell, clarinetists Charles Neidich and Anthony McGill, violinists Miranda
Cuckson and Jennifer Koh, and the Mir6 and Parker Quartets, among others. He has
worked closely with many renowned composers, including Thomas Adés, Nico
Muhly, and Kaija Saariaho and has performed new works by Saariaho and John
Adams during Tanglewood’s Festival of Contemporary Music. ~ He studied at Yale
University (B.A., cum laude), the Mozarteum in Salzburg (Fulbright Fellowship) and
at the Juilliard School (M.M. and D.M.A.). He was formerly Assistant Professor of
Piano at William Paterson University and is currently the Director of Keyboard
Studies and Piano Curriculum at Juilliard, where he teaches piano literature, graduate
studies, chamber music, and directs Juilliard PianoScope, the Piano Department’s
performance series. He gives piano master classes and lectures at conservatories and
universities in the U. S., Europe, and Asia, and he was 2010 Visiting Professor at
Shanghai Normal University. His awards for written work in musicology include the
Henry Hart Rice Prize and the Richard F. French Prize. His principal teachers in piano
included Peter Frankl, Karlheinz Kdmmerling, and Robert McDonald, and he also
worked with Andras Schiff, Jerome Lowenthal, and Claude Frank; his history and
theory studies were with Allen Forte, Robert Morgan, L. Michael Griffel, and
Maynard Solomon. He is Artistic Director of both the acclaimed Music Mondays
concert series in New York City (www.musicmondays.org) and Co-Artistic Director

of the Skaneateles Festival, in the Finger Lakes (www.skanfest.org).
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Heralded as “dazzling,” and “displaying his own versatility and exquisite control of his instrument” by Butler Eagle, and
“imaginative and masterful” by Taicang Daily, Chinese-American pianist and Steinway Artist, Alvin Zhu is recognized
internationally for insightful, engaging, and emotionally penetrative playing. His artistry has led to acclaimed performances

throughout four continents including North America, Asia, Europe, and Australia.

As an orchestral soloist, Zhu has given performances of Mozart, Beethoven, Tchaikovsky, Prokofiev, Gershwin, and
Rachmaninoff concertos with renowned orchestras in the United States, Canada, and Asia. Recent highlights include
Mozart's Piano Concerto in d minor K. 466 with Maestro Yongyan Hu and the Baotou Symphony Orchestra at the Baotou
Grand Theatre in Inner Mongolia and with Maestro Grant Cooper and the West Virginia Symphony Orchestra; Mozart's
Concerto in C Major K. 467 with Maestro Rossen Milanov and the Chautauqua Symphony at the Chautauqua Amphitheater,

and Beethoven’s “Emperor” Piano Concerto with Maestro Hu and the EOS Symphony at the Beijing Concert Hall.

Frequent recitalist and chamber musician, Zhu has appeared in prestigious venues including New York’s Alice Tully and
Steinway Halls; Australia’s Sydney Opera House; China’s Beijing Concert Hall, Forbidden City Concert Hall, Central
Conservatory of Music Concert Hall, National Center for the Performing Arts, Tianjin, Hunan, Foshan, and Taicang Grand
I'heatres; Taiwan’s Soochow University; Montreal’s Palais du Congress; Italy’s Rome Stadio Olimpico; and numerous series
across the United States including the “Steinway Piano Series” for the Steinway Society of Western Pennsylvania; “Music

for Morales” in New Mexico;“Rising Stars Piano Series” at Texas State University; “PianoForte Foundation Series” in
Chicago; “New Music New Haven Series” at Yale University; and “Eureka Chamber Music Series” in California. Notable
appearances at summer festivals include Beijing Modern Music Festival, Juilliard’s “Focus! Festival,” Aspen Music Festival
in Colorado, Music Academy of the West in California, Chautauqua Institution in New York, Texas State International Piano
Festival in San Marcos, and the Tsingtao International Music Festival in China. Zhu is also a Steinway SPIRIO™ recording
artist and has been featured on radio shows and television including NPR’s “From the Top” as a Jack Kent Cooke Young

Artist, Pittsburgh’s Classical WQED, and China Central Television (CCTV).

As a worldwide scholar and educator, Zhu has given masterclasses and lectures at China’s Steinway Hall Shanghai, Suzhou,
Wuxi, and Beijing; Central Conservatory of Music; Beijing-American Center at the United States Embassy; Hunan Grand
Theatre in Changsha; Taicang Cultural Center in Taicang; Open College-Conservatory in Foshan; Canada’s Li Delun
Foundation and the Steinway Gallery of Toronto; Pennsylvania’s Carnegie Mellon and Slippery Rock Universities in
Pittsburgh; New York’s Juilliard School in Manhattan; and Connecticut’s Yale University in New Haven. Zhu, a recipient of
the prestigious Fulbright Research Scholarship in 2017 as a “Foreign Expert Researcher” at the Central Conservatory of
Music, has undertaken the first biography of his late- grandfather Zhu Gong Yi, a master pianist, pedagogue, and former
Chair of the Piano Department at CCOM, whose influence and contributions have shaped music education in China ever
since the 1940’s. Aside from performances and lectures across Asia, Zhu has also served on the jury for the 1st Franz Liszt
International Youth Piano Competition in China (Changsha) in 2018, the 2019 Metropolitan International Piano Competition
in New York City, the 2019 Steinway Youth Competition in Toronto, and the 2019 Franz Liszt International Youth Piano

Competition (Shanghai).

Born and raised in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, to a family and legacy of renowned musicians, Zhu began piano studies with
his grandmother and mother at age four, and violin and viola studies with his father at age five. At age ten, he studied with
Yeeha Chiu before attending the Juilliard School in 2009. A graduate of Juilliard’s Five-year BM/MM Accelerated Program
with Dr. Yoheved Kaplinsky in 2014, Zhu went on to further studies after being awarded the distinguished C.V. Starr
Foundation Doctoral Scholarship at Juilliard, attaining his Doctorate of Musical Arts (DMA) degree in 2019 under the
tutelage of Dr. Kaplinsky and Professor Julian Martin. Currently, he is the youngest professor in the inaugural faculty roster
of the Tianjin Juilliard School— Juilliard’s first branch campus— specializing in solo piano, chamber music, and music

history in the Pre-college and Graduate divisions.

Amy Zanrosso’s playing has been hailed as expressive, magnetic and masterful. She started
piano lessons started at the age of 6 and by the age of 15, had made the decision to make

music her life.

As a soloist, Amy is addicted to the thrill of performing with orchestra. Since 2016, concerto

repertoire has forced her to push her limits, helping make her into the confident and electrifying
player she always hoped to be. She has appeared as soloist with the Symphony of the Kootenays,
the Russian Chamber Orchestra and the Contra Costa Chamber Orchestra. Her intense love of
chamber music has led her to more fully admire and explore her favorite composers while sharing
the experience with countless inspiring, dedicated players and appreciative audiences. In
addition to freelancing in the Bay Area with various musicians and ensembles, the RossoRose
Duo, founded in 2015, keeps Amy and violinist Alisa Rose occupied learning and performing

repertoire from Beethoven to Auerbach.

After her Bachelor’s, Amy furthered her studies for a few years in Italy and then completed a
Master’s Degree at McGill University in Montreal. Her life filled with a wealth of chamber music
and was rounded out by some Broadway musicals, German cabaret and a number of years in an
Argentine tango quintet. In 2014, Amy moved from Montreal to the Bay Area and is currently
based in Oakland. Since the big move, Amy went on tour to China with the GRAMMY
award-winningPacific Boychoir, rehearsed Beethoven’s 9th Symphony with Gustavo Dudamel at
the podium and was the pianist for Chorissima, the five-time GRAMMY award winning San

Francisco Girls Chorus Premier Ensemble throughout the 2017-18 season.

Like performing, Amy finds teaching to be a highly rewarding part of a musician’s life. She is a

faculty member and chamber music coach at the Pre-College Academy of the San Francisco
Conservatory of Music as well as at The Nueva School in Hillsborough, CA. She is constantly
fueled by her fantastically inspiring students. Amy is looking forward to all the superb music,
musicians, students and enthusiastic audiences that will come her way in the future. Many thanks
to Beethoven and Brahms for inspiring her to come this far - she wouldn’t change a thing.

and later the Superior degree at the Liceu Music Conservatory in Barcelona.

He continued his musical training in Paris, with Aquiles delle Vigne, at theEcole
Normale de Musique “Alfred Cortot” and in the United States with Luiz de Moura
Castro. He obtained scholarships and won the Talent Award from the Hartt School of

Music (University of Hartford in Connecticut).

Throughout his trajectory, he has participated in numerous finishing courses in
different locations in Europe and in the United States. This has given him the
opportunity to work with some of the most prestigious pianists, such as Alicia de

His international career as a pianist, has led him around Europe, America and Asia. He
regularly performs in world capitals such as Paris, London, Madrid, Brussels, Rome,

He has played as soloist with many orchestras, among them: Orquestra de Cambra de

Chamber Orchestra and Malaysia Philarmonic Orchestra.

He has made numerous musical recordings for the music companies Ars Harmonica
and KNS-classical and also recorded for RNE, Catalunya Mdsica, Radio France, BBC
London and Classic FM Australia. Since 1987 he has a duet of piano four hands with
his wife Sofia Cabruja. He has often been invited to conduct Master-Class in Spain,
Italy, Belgium, Greece, China and Singapore. In April of 2001, he received an honorary
distinction from UNICEF. It was presented to him by Her Royal Highness Margarita
de Borbon, in recognition of his humanitarian effort in benefit of the needy children of
